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The symposium took place on Sunday, May 24th in
the Yerba Buena Room at the San Francisco Mar-
riott Hotel. It was well-attended by students, fac-
ulty, and researchers, who actively engaged in the
Q & A sessions that followed each talk. Michele
Oliver, RiSE-UP Coordinator, chaired the sympo-
sium that featured talks by the following winners:

Kimberly Barsamian Kahn is a doctoral candidate
in social psychology at the University of California,
Los Angeles. Her research interests center on how
stereotypes impact behaviors and judgments from
both the target and perceiver’s perspective. Her
presentation was entitled, “The Impact of Black
Stereotypicality on the Experience of Stereotype
Threat”.

GoriaLuong is a third-year developmental psychology doc-
toral student at the University of California, Irvine. Her re-
search examines how individuals regulate their emotions in
response to interpersonal stressors, and how these strate-
gies and their effectiveness change across the adult life-
span. Her presentation was entitled, “Avoiding Negativity:
Age Differences in Social and Emotional Experiences
among Adults with a Spinal Cord Injury”

Oanh Meyer is a doctoral student at the Asian American
Center on Disparities Research within the social psychology
program at the University of California, Davis. Her research
focuses on understanding how cultural factors influence
various psychological processes and mental health out-
comes. Her presentation was entitled, “Effects of Racial
Match, Emotion Suppression, and Ethnic Identity on Thera-
pist Credibility”

Shu-wen Wang is a 3rd year PhD student in clinical psychol-
ogy at the University of California, Los Angeles. Her re-
search interests broadly include stress, coping, and emo-
tion processes in families and close relationships. Her
