“Figuring out where objects are in the world seems like one of the most basic and important jobs the
brain does,” says Y ae University cognitive psychologist Brandon Liverence, who led the study.

“It was surprising to discover that even this ssmple type of perception is warped by our minds,” adds
Liverence, the journal Psychological Science reports.

Liverence and Brian Scholl of Y ae studied such distortions when people had to focus their attention on
some particular objects, but not the others, according to a 'Y ale statement.
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
